DIRECTIONS TO APRIL 1 CPSIA RALLY

Location:
The U.S. Capitol Visitors Center is located between the U.S. Capitol and the Supreme Court.   The entrance is on the East side of the Capitol on First St. and East Capitol St.  

Metro:
Closest metro station is Capitol South on the Blue/Orange Line (2-3 block walk) or Union Station on the Red line (4-5 block walk).

Taxi:
A taxi ride from the Dupont Hotel or the St. Gregory takes about 15 minutes with traffic.  Cost will be about $10.  The taxi will take you directly to the Capitol Visitor Center Entrance.

Security:
Security is EXTREMELY tight at the U.S. Capitol.  Please plan to arrive at the security entrance at 9:15 or earlier.   There may be long lines if there are tour groups or student groups visiting.  PLEASE SEE SPECIAL NOTE ON SECURITY PROCEDURES.

Directions to

Room:
Use either of the two below ground entrances.  Enter the main atrium and make an immediate left. You will see a sign for "House Meeting Rooms."  Make a right toward the escalator and take the escalator down.  At the immediate bottom of the escalator is an information desk.  Tell them you are there for a meeting in HVC201 and they will direct you to our room, which is immediately behind them.  BE CERTAIN TO ASK A GUARD – THE ROOM IS NOT EASY TO FIND ON YOUR OWN.

SPECIAL NOTE ON U.S. CAPITOL SECURITY PROCEDURES

Before entering the Capitol Visitor Center, all visitors are screened by a magnetometer and all items that are permitted inside the building are screened by an x-ray device.

The following items are strictly prohibited:

· Any bag larger than 14” wide x 13” high x 4” deep 

· Aerosol containers •

· Any pointed object (knitting needles, letter openers, etc. Note: pens and pencils are permitted.)

· Cans and bottles 

· Electric stun guns, martial arts weapons or devices 

· Food or beverages of any kind (There is a restaurant in the Center.)

· Guns, replica guns, ammunition, and fireworks 

· Knives of any size 

· Mace and pepper spray 

· Non-aerosol spray (Prescriptions for medical needs are permitted.)

· Razors and box cutters 

The following are allowed in the Capitol Visitor Center and the Capitol, but not in the Senate and House Galleries:

· Battery-operated electronic devices (Medical devices are permitted.)

· Cameras 

· Creams, lotions, or perfumes 

· Strollers 

· Video recorders or any type of recording device
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
